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RESUMEN

Los protocolos preventivos resultan el mecanismo mas adecuado para el control de cualquier
enfermedad, a nivel de cavidad oral existe afecciones que son frecuentes y cuyo manejo es dificil por
las circunstancias envueltas en ellas. La caries dental y la enfermedad periodontal tienen una alta
prevalencia entre la poblacion infantil. Los centros de cuidado diario a cargo del Ministerio de Inclusion
Econdémica y Social, pretenden a través de actividades coordinadas y organizadas brindar atencion a las
familias con hijos entre 0 a 5 afios, brindando las mejores condiciones para el desarrollo de los nifios.
La Universidad Hemisferios consciente que el servicio a la comunidad es un punto importante para
conectar las actividades académicas en las aulas de clase con el servicio a la comunidad a la cual se
pertenece, viene desarrollando desde el 2020 actividades en los 6 CDI de la ciudad de Quito, realizando
actividades de prevencion y educacion en salud. Las acciones realizadas de forma organizada y
direccionada por docentes y estudiantes motivados en el servicio a la comunidad, ha permitido atender
con éxito durante estos afios a 1000 nifios de entre 0 a 5 afios y acercar a 300 estudiantes a actividades
comunitarias. Las intervenciones organizadas y articuladas han permitido alcanzar los objetivos

ABSTRACT

Preventive protocols are the most appropriate mechanism for controlling any disease. At the level of the
oral cavity there are conditions that are frequent and whose management is difficult due to the
circumstances involved. Dental caries and periodontal disease have a high prevalence among the child
population. The daily care centers run by the Ministry of Economic and Social Inclusion, aim through
coordinated and organized activities to provide care to families with children between 0 and 5 years old,
providing the best conditions for the development of children. Hemisferios University is aware that
community service is an important point to connect academic activities in the classrooms with service
to the community to which it belongs, since 2020 it has been developing activities in the 6 CDIs of the
city of Quito, carrying out prevention and health education activities. The actions carried out in an
organized and directed manner by teachers and students motivated to serve the community have made
it possible to successfully serve 1,000 children between 0 and 5 years old during these years and bring
300 students closer to community activities. The organized and articulated interventions have made it

possible to achieve the stated institutional objectives.
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
